WORKSHOP POLICIES:  Workshop observers and participants are required to return a signed wavier form.  Workshops will be 
sold on a first-come first-served basis.  Entry date for workshop will be determined from postmark, for mail-in forms; or 
from date registered online.  Full registrants have priority in workshops.  Confirmation of workshops will be sent  by mail 
or email.  Please mark workshop choices based on preference (i.e., 1-First Choice, 2-Second Choice, 3-Third Choice).  
You are required to pay for the most expensive workshop and adjustments will be made as needed.  Balance of any money 
due for additional selection must be paid upon receipt of your confirmation.  Any fully registered participant who is 
accepted for a workshop and later cancels any part of the full registration will forfeit their place in the workshop.

It is each participants responsibility to be aware of the regulations and requirements involved in transporting plant 
material to their own geographic area.  There will be a shipper and USDA inspector available for one day of the convention, 
issuing charges and transportation certificates are additional fees and are not included in registration fees.  GSBF and the 
Convention are not responsible for any plant material from Vendors.
